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Dave B.     Chiltern Brewery visit, October 1st 2011. Phew, What a Day! 

Saturday October 1st 2011 was recorded as the hottest October day ever, registered as 29.9c at 14.42 

at Gravesend in Kent. At around the same time, our small party was leaving the Bell in Stoke 

Mandeville for the short journey to Terrick. 

Arriving at the Chiltern Brewery for our visit, we were greeted in the shop with a complimentary 

beer. I chose the current special, Green Hop (3.9%) a wild hop beer, brewed with fresh green hops 

that were grown on the brewery site. With drinks in hand, we then met Keith, who was to be our 

tour guide for the afternoon. 

The brewery was set up on an old farm site in 1980 by Richard and Lesley Jenkinson. Now run by 

second-generation family members, the company produces a fine range of quality ales. In the early

their beers. An agreement with the Aylesbury Beer Company saw Chiltern beers sold as guest beers 

in their pubs; this ceased when ABC was sold to new owners. 

 

  

We were then shown around the compact brewhouse where Keith explained the brewery 

process. Two regular beers are produced, Chiltern Ale (3.7%) and Beechwood Bitter (4.3%) as 

well as specials throughout the year. Only the finest ingredients are used, and after brewing, the 

used malt is collected by a local farmer and the hops are bagged up for sale to gardeners. 

The final part of the tour was a tutored beer tasting, designed to educate how beer can 

complement food. Jugs of Chiltern Ale were placed alongside plates of cheese and biscuits. We 

were then invited to taste the beer before and after tasting the food. We completed the tasting
